3. Do you now resolve and promise, in humble reliance upon the 
grace of the Holy Spirit, that you endeavor to live as becomes 
the follower of Christ?  

4. Do you promise to support the Church in its worship and work 
to the best of your ability?  

5. Do you submit yourself to the government and discipline of the 
Church, and promise to strive for its purity and peace?

Those who cannot secure a certificate of transfer (some
